Annual Report

The Financial Statements 2001 resulted in a profit for 2001 of Euro 63.000,=, and in a total reserve up until
2001 of Euro 2.215.000.

The difference between the budgeted and the actual result for the year 2601 has mainly been caused by the
higher than budgeted income from printing, user charges partly because of release of the provision mist
expenses, and training courses. Also the differences in exchange rate resulted in some extra income.

On the costs side, telephone, copying and hospitality were higher than budgeted, the two latter mainly
because of a high number of training course participants. Extra costs were also made in
rebuilding/refurnishing of the premises.

Overall, JAA has added Euro 63.000 to in stead of taking Euro 701.000 from the reserve.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 2001
Principles of valuation and determination of result

General information

Unless stated otherwise, assets and liabilities are accounted at face value. Receivables and debts
denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rates at the balance sheet date or the middle market
rates of the periods in question. The results are determined on the basis of historical costs and are allocated
to the period they relate to. The budget is originally in Euro due to the international nature of JAA whereas
the accounting for practical reasons is in Dutch Guilders. The figures have been translated at a rate of
2.20371 Guilders per Euro.

The budget figures stated are taken from the budget approved by the JAAB.

Fixed assets
The fixed assets are valued at historical costs less a yearly depreciation on the basis of the estimated useful
lifes of the respective assets. Both tangible fixed assets and an equalisation reserve for tangible fixed assets

are included in the balance sheet. The formation of this reserve does not have any effect on the result but
full insight is provided.

JAA COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
January 2001 — June 2001

1. Membership

A proposal on full membership for Hungary and candidate membership for Croatia is
presented to this Board for acceptance. Turkey and Slovenia have been accepted as full
members and Lithuania has been accepted as candidate member.

Contacts on candidate membership have been initiated with Ukraine.

Full membership processes have continued or been initiated, but have not been
finalised, with Estonia and Latvia.

Preparations are in progress with Moldova and Poland for full membership.

2. General Activities

Impiementation of the Agenda for Change was still one of the most major tasks of the
JAA in the reported period and is included as an agenda item for this meeting. Since
October last year the new terminology is being introduced as appropriate.

The JAA Safety Strategy Initiative (JSSI) and the co-operation with the US Civil Aviation
Safety Team (CAST) are progressing as planned and the first set of actions have been
agreed recently. These proposals for actions-are being developed in close co-operation
with EUROCONTROL and the Group of Airport Safety Regulators.

The demand for international co-operation in aviation safety is remaining at a very high
level. Close co-operation with the European Commission and the ECAC Secretariat has
helped JAA to respond positively in a growing number of cases. Nevertheless resources
of Central JAA and the National Authorities are very limited for all the requested wishes
for training, assistance and participation at conferences.

The co-operation with the Interstate Committee (IAC) and the Russian Aviation
Authorities is developing slowly due to lack of resources on the JAA side whilst the
review of the Russian Aviation is running on schedule. It is assumed that by late
summer of this year we can start the certification process of the TU 204.

The progress with the Implementation Procedures for Maintenance, Airworthiness and
Simulators was very slow as the FAA had made this dependant on the JAA's progress
on the Licensing harmonisation. After the agreement of a work plan and the adoption of
possible trainig for JAR-FCL licenses outside the JAA it is hoped that the deadlock will
be overcome.

3. Sectorial Activities

1
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3.1 Regulation

Ongoing activities such as review of NPA and final rules; publications; support for JSSI,
and the research Committee; coordination with EUROCONTROL continue at a high
pace. The following activities deserve special mention:

. Agenda for Change: the Regulation Sectorial Team has been set up and has
developed its rules of procedure and is developing its work programme. The ad-

hoc group for streamlining airworthiness working groups structure has reported to
the JAAC at its June meeting.

=  Harmonisation with FAA: the procedures for joint rulemaking for airworthiness
codes are being deveioped. The 5 NPAs by which JAA adopts around 100

paragraphs from FAR 25 have been adopted by the JAAC at its June meeting, at
the exception of one paragraph.

. Single World Wide Code: a feasibility study has started in March 2001 and should
end March 2002. The international working group is co-chaired by JAA and FAA.
The attention of the JAA Board is drawn on the intention of FAA to present a
resolution at next {CAO Assembly.

. Research: Co-operation with FAA and Transport Canada has actually started on
Icing, Human Factors and Cabin Safety.

. JAR-11: it has been adopted by JAAC at its March meeting.

The workioad of the division is too high at the time being and in the foreseeable
future. :

32 Certification

Together with the applications filed earlier, the total number of JAA Type
Certification/Validation projects (including post TC activities) is now 174. In the reporting
period applications were received for 11 Products. Applications were withdrawn for the
Boeing 747X (project cancellation), Beli-Agusta model D609 Tilt Rotor (for cost and time
reasons) and the Europa VLA (company moved from UK to USA).

About 25 JAA TC Recommendations are expected for the remainder of whole year
2001.

Joint Technical Standard Orders, Approval of equipment for Aircraft

Maintenance
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The number of JAR-145 approvals world-wide continues to rise, but more slowly, with
the total now standing at about 3195. Of these, about 1796 are in Europe and 1187 in
the USA, in Canada 99, with the rest of the world at about 113. Keen interest in JAR-145
is being shown world-wide, in the Asian, Arabian, Caribbean regions and South America.
In the project of the “Regulatory Co-operation with China” the second visit of
Maintenance experts was spent to Germany in April. The differences between the CAA-
China and the JAA when approving Maintenance Organisations became clearer. The

third visit of the Maintenance experts in the project is planned in September/OQctober to
China.

Standardisation checks of JAR-145 compliance throughout the JAA full Member States
by MAST teams continue with generally good responses to findings.

One State with a history of difficuities will be supported by a JAA team for two years.
One Airworthiness expert is joining the team (2 Ops-experts,1 FCL-expert, 1Airworth.-

expert) , which is planned to start in September 2001. The contractual arrangements are
under discussion.

Standardisation checks of JAR-OPS operator maintenance management started in 1998
and has continued, with problems generally encountered on: controlling maintenance
arrangement, approving maintenance programs, quality auditing and exercising
maintenance responsibility. More guidance on the Maintenance responsibility will be
drafted.

Standardisation checks outside the JAA full Member States continued to be conducted
by MIST teams with visits to different FAA Regions in the USA and Canada. The
handover to the FAA to conduct initial acceptance and renewal audits on behalf of JAA
is completed. Similarly the handover from FAA to one JAA NAA which signed the MIP is
nearly completed for approval renewed purposes, and progressmg for the other 2
remaining MIP- signatory countries.

The high demand for training courses on’ JAR-145 and JAR-OPS Subpart M still’
continues. JAR-66 and 147 training has been running since 1998 with stable demand in
2001.

JAR-66 Review Boards started in 1999 in order to verify the transition from the national
into the JAR-66 regulation. Board meetings at 18 NAA were conducted. 11 NAA passed
the Review Board process.

A comparison of FAR65 with JARG6 was discussed with the FAA. The FAA has still to
come back with final comments.

A comparison of the Canadian Certifying Staff requirement with JAR 66 has started.

The review of other foreign national systems are progressing.

Work on JAR-66 question data bank continued in checking of the proposed questions by
3 teams consisting of a JAA-HQ maintenance division member and a JAA-NAA member.
Questions, which have been satisfactory-checked, are stored in an interim database.
Approximately 3000 guestions have been submitted so far, about 1300 questions are
checked and approximately 1000 questions passed the checking, often with some
changes.

The JAR-66 interest worldwide is becoming high.
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About 1'8 JAR-147 training organisations are approved by 5 NAA, which have passed
the Review Board process. Interest also has been shown from Organisations outside the
JAA-territory, but so far no work has been started. '

Littl_e progress had been made on the BASA/MIP application. Very recently the FAA
indicated to start again the dialog with the JAA with the aim to streamline the FAA
administration procedures for a JAA MIP signatory.

The agreement with Canada (Technical Arrangement - Maintenance) is working well.

The Maintenance Human Factors Working group delivered their report and proposals for
rule changes to the Maintenance Sectorial Team. A NPA is under discussion in the MST.

The amendment of JAR-145 to incorporate the Common Release to Service Certificate
was approved by the JAAC and will probably be published in September; Transport
Canada and FAA (?) will publish the change to their respective rule at the same time.

NPA-66-1, dealing with Certifying Staff for “simple light aeroplane” is out for comments
due 1 June 2001.

NPA 147-1, dealing with Subcontracting and Approved Aircraft Type Training is out for
comments due to 15 May 2001.

Since the introduction of the “Agenda for Change” three Maintenance Sectorial Team

meetings have been held with about 40 participants each. The concept has proved to
work well so far.

3.4 Licensing

NPA-FCL_14 has been adopted during the JAAC meeting_of 4 June 2001. This NEA..
includes, based on the adoption of JAR-11, the transfer of requirements from Setfion=2—
of JAR-FCL, to Section 1. One of the sensitive areas in this NPA-FCL 14 was the
proposals on performing all training for a JAR-FCL licence outside JAA territory.
Discussions on this item have been going on several years. Adoption of NPA-FCL 14
and agreement for a text on the training outside, has been reached during the JAAC
meeting of 4 June 2001 which means that training for a JAR-FCL can be performed
outside JAA territory by instructors having a JAR-FCL licence and instructor rating. The
validity period for an approval of an Flight Training Organisation (FTO) for this kind of
training has been established for one year. Implementation Procedures for this training

to be included in the JIP, must be drafted and proposed to the JAAC.

NPA-FCL 14 will be implemented in a new Amendment of JAR-FCL 1, 2, 3 and 4.

In order to follow the proposed JAR-stabilisation in the licensing area, it is envisaged to
have a NPA on the particular JAR-FCL document only once a year. NPA-FCL 15, to

incorporate changes based on implementation experience, will go out at the end of
2001.

The Central Question Bank (CQB) has been managed through tl';e years by the DGAC,
France. A request has been made by the DGAC to transfer the CQB to Central JAA.
Two additional positions (a CQB co-ordinator and a Secretary) are thought to be
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necessary to manage the CQB in Central JAA. The budget of Central JAA needs to be
considered in order to be able to transfer the CQB to Central JAA.

Standardisation Teams have now completed visits to 12 JAA Member States, resulting
in recommendations for Mutual Recognition for Denmark, United Kingdom, lceland,

France, Sweden, Switzerland, the Netherlands, Belgium and Spain. Two more visits
were performed.

Agreement has been reached on the Work Plan for the Comparison study of JAR/FAR
requirements, procedures and systems for a BASA/IPL between the FAA and JAA and
work can recontinue, subject to available resources. The time table to provide a model
BASAVJIPL is set on June 2002. Before this date a report to the JAAC and request for
approval for JAA to continue the work is needed, as indicated in the Work Plan.

The demand for JAR-FCL training courses remains steady. Almost every month a
training course has been provided in CJAA and in addition several training courses have
been provided in Member States.

3.5 Operations

Ongoing activities covering the field of rule making, (JAR OPS and JAR STD), Aircraft
operational evaluation (JOEB), standardisation process continue at a fast pace.

¢ Agenda for change . A

The Operations Sectorial Team has been set up. and is developing its rule of procedure,
in line with the Agenda of Change program, JAR 11, and the Central JAA Management
System . :

The OST participation has been widened to ICAO and Eurocontrol.

Particular attention (reflected by specific processes) have been set up to cover:

- JAR OPS/STD stabilisation

-JAR OPS 1/ EU OPS31 convergence ;

-JAR OPS 1/Annex 6 convergence. (JAR OPS 3 process is intended to start at the end
of the year)

-JAR OPS 1/3 standardisation team

e OPS/FCL

A combined OPS/FCL workshop, which included operators, was held recently. It
highlighted the urgent need to progress towards a common air operator crew
training/checking concept, including the Type rating assessment. This issue needs to be
urgently processed between Operation and Licensing.

« Harmonisation with FAA
Performance and AWO discussions will be completed before end of the year.
Two new TOR's have been agreed: MMEL and Pilot Qualification Plan.

o JAR OPS 2/4 development

The Operations Division continues to support the development of JAR-OPS Parts 2 and
4 and requested through the OST that a concept paper be produced which assessed the
full implications of the project, including the NAA resources involved. The concept will be
presented at the September EB.

JAA COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
July 2001 — December 2001

1. Membership

A proposal for candidate membership of the Ukraine is presented to this Board.
The full membership process is continuing for Estonia and Latvia.
The full membership process has been initiated with Poland and Moldova.

Preparation for the full membership process for the Slovak Republic will begin in early
2002.

2, General Activities

A meeting between the JAAC and the Interested Parties Advisory Panel (IPAP) was held
on 19 November 2001. IPAP members presented views on the draft JAA Business Plan
2002-2004, sent in advance to IPAP for information. Discussions concentrated on
relevant aviation safety matters introduced at the meeting by both the JAAC and IPAP
members. A further two meetings between JAAC and IPAP are scheduled for 2002.

The demand for international co-operation in aviation safety is remaining at a very high
level. Close co-operation with the European Commission and the ECAC Secretariat has
helped JAA to respond positively on a growing number of cases. Nevertheless
resources of Central JAA and the National Authorities are very limited for all the
requested wishes for training, assistance and participation at conferences.

The JAA Safety Strategic Initiative (JSSI) and the co-operation with the US Civil Aviation
Safety Team (CAST) and the first set of agreed Actions Plans are now being further
worked on. A new activity for Runway Safety has been initiated in close co-operation
with EUROCONTROL and the Group of Airport Safety Regulators. This group will be
chaired by EUROCONTROL and will use European data and the results from CAST on
Runway Incursions.
Following the September 11" events in the United States Central JAA has put the focus
to security matters. Central JAA has been involved in a set of meetings, US, EU and
ECAC, on security issues where aviation safety and safety rulemaking is involved. A
special report on this activity will be given to the JAAB at this meeting.

2.1. Agenda for Change

Open tasks under the Agenda for Change Programme have, to almost full extent, been
closed during the period. Remaining, however few, open issues on the Agenda for
Change Actions List will be presented as Actions in the updated proposed Business
Plan. With some exceptions, for which there are sound explanations, the JAAC have
been abie to met the schedule set out by the JAAB. A more detailed information on the
final status of the programme is presented at this JAAB meeting.
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Following the Agenda for Change set goal, Central JAA has been involved in meetings
with representatives of the EU Commission and devoted some work in order to
contribute to the most smooth transfer possible into EASA.

3. Sectorial Activities
3.1 Regulation
General:

The Regulation Division/ Regulation Sectorial Team have reviewed in the reporting
period (1 June to 1 December 2001), 30 NPAs either for circulation or for adoption by
the JAAC. '

A meeting of representatives of all Study Groups reporting to the Regulation Director
had been organised in October to inform them on various issues (EASA, JSSI,
Security) and to launch formally the process that leads to actual streamlining of
Working Groups to achieve the objective of June 2002 of the Agenda for Change.
The meeting was also used to obtain feedback from the Study Groups.

The Regulation Division continues to provide Secretary-ship of the Joint Safety
Strategy Initiative and of the Research Committee.

Close coordination continues with EUROCONTROL (Safety Regulation Unit and
Agency) and with EUROCAE (Council in the absence of Chief Executive and
Technical Committee).

Harmonisation:

The JAAC adopted in June 2001 5 NPAs that revolved around 100 minor differences
between JAR and FAR-25.

The feasibility study on Single set of World Wide Airworthiness and Environmental
Codes should be available March 2002. This should allow to take the decision to
continue or not the activity at the next JAA/FAA annual conference in June 2002. It
should be noted that a resolution supporting the activity was adopted at the last

ICAO general assembly.

A criteria has been proposed to FAA to prioritise the joint rulemaking programme.

Research:

The JAA Research Committee participated in the European Cbnference in Barcelona
on 18/19 October ("1st Annual European Energy & Transport Summit Conference")
and developed a poster and a leaflet describing its activities for that occasion.

(Advisory Council for Aeronautics Research in Europe). The JAA input are relying
heavily on the JSSI output.

Muiltidisciplinary activities:

- The Regulation Division is leading the activity to bring more consistency into the
organisation approval requirements with the Consistency of Organisation Approvals
(COrA) group.

- The Regulation Division continues to support the group that brings consistency in the
Occurrence Reporting requirements.

Staffing:

- A new assistant responsible within the Regulation Division of Licensing,
Maintenance, Simulation and Environmental JARs joined the division in September
2001.  His arrival will improve in particular co-ordination with ANCAT on
environmental issues.

- A new secretary joined the division in October 2001.

3.2 Certification

Together with the applications filed earlier, the total number of JAA Type
Certification/Validation projects (including post TC activities) is now 183. In the reporting
period applications were received for 9 Products. Among them the application for
certification of the Rolls Royce Trent 900 engine for the Airbus A380. RR has requested
the use of the Joint Local Procedure. However an alternative procedure, based on the
proposals of the Ad-Hoc Task Force for streamiining of the Joint Certification/Validation
Procedures, has been proposed to RR.

Furthermore w.r.t. a possible re-start of the BA-609 tllt-rotor project, discussions at JAAC
level are held with the manufacturer and the FAA.

About 24 JAA TC Recommendations are expected for the year 2002.

Major Challenges:

Of
these, about 1834 are in Europe and 1179 in the USA, in Canada 101, with the rest of
the world at about 118.Still keen interest in JAR-145 is being shown world-wide, in the
Asian, Arabian, Caribbean regions and South America.

In the project of the “Regulatory Co-operation with China” the third visit of Maintenance
experts was spent to China in November. The differences between the CAA-China and
the JAA when approving Maintenance Organisations are defined. At the visit in
November to China, JAA Maintenance experts presented the principles of JAR-OPS
Subpart M including maintenance program development and reliability programs. In the
field of maintenance this program phase is now finished and further action shouid be
decided with phase 3.

Standardisation checks of JAR-145 compliance throughout the JAA full Member States
by MAST teams continue with generally good responses to findings.

Standardisation checks of JAR-OPS operator's maintenance management started in
1998 and has continued, with problems generally encountered on: controlling
maintenance arrangement, approving maintenance programs, quality auditing and
exercising maintenance responsibility. More guidance on the maintenance responsibility
of an operator is still in draft status.

From 1 June, the Standardisation Teams also checked the introduction of JAR-66/147.
The teams are joined by a NAA-JAR-66 expert, involved previously in the JAR-66
Review Board process. Problems are mainly with interpretation of the rules and
conversion of licenses from national into JAR6G6 standard.

Standardisation checks outside the JAA full Member States continued to be conducted
by MIST teams with visits to different FAA Regions in the USA and Canada. Resulted
from previous experience the duration of a visit is cut from two weeks to one week with
more emphasis on the FAA/TCA practices and procedures. The handover to the FAA to
conduct initial acceptance and renewal audits on behalf of JAA is completed. Similarly
the handover from FAA to one JAA NAA which signed the MIP is nearly completed for
approval renewed purposes, and progressing for the other 2 remaining MIP- signatory
countries.
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The high demand for training courses on JAR-145 and JAR-OPS Subpart M still

continues. JAR-66 and 147 training has been running since 1998 with stable demand in
2001.

The JAR-66 interest world-wide is becoming high.

About 22 JAR-147 training organisations are approved by 8 NAA, which have passed
the Review Board process. Interest also has been shown from Organisations outside the
JAA-territory mainly for type training. Applications are allocated to JAA-NAA's to conduct
the approval investigation.

Work started to define in the form of a TGL and in more details the requirements for a
type training courses.

Progress on the BASA/MIP application is stalling because of September events.
FAA/JAA agreed to start the dialog agdin with the aim to streamline the FAA
administration procedures for a JAA MIP signatory. '

Also the discussion will start on the inclusion of the new developments related to FAR-
145 and JAR-145.

The agreement with Canada (Technical Arfangement - Maintenance) is working well.

The Maintenance Human Factors Working group delivered their report and proposals for
rule changes to the Maintenance Sectorial Team. A NPA will be published shortly.

The amendment of JAR-145 to incorporate the Common Release to Service Certificate
was approved by the JAAC and is published in November; Transport Canada and FAA
published the change to their respective requirements.

NPA-66-1, dealing with Certifying Staff for “simple light aeroplane” was out for comments
due 1 June 2001. The rough review of comments indicated a problem with the definition
of “Simple Light Aeroplane”. A proposal for a solution has to be drafted and be published
in a second follow-up NPA.
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NPA 147-1, dealing with Subcontracting and Approved Aircraft Type Training is out for
comments due to 15 May 2001. Comments are reviewed and the rule-change will be
proposed to the JAAC shortly.

Since the introduction of the “Agenda for Change” five Maintenance Sectorial Team
meetings have been held with about 40-50 participants each from interested industry
and authorities. The concept has proved to work well so far.

3.3.1 Greek situation

Greece has a history of difficulties and is supported by a JAA/Air Eurosafe team for two
years. Two Airworthiness experts, 2 Ops-experts and1 FCL-expert is included in the
team The contract period started on 1 September 2001. At a first Progress Review
meeting in November a very challenging workplan for the activities was agreed and
endorsed by the Greek Airworthiness Authority.

Also a letter signed by the JAAB Chairman was sent to the Greek Transport Minister in
highlighting the objectives of the JAA/Air Eurosafe experts mission and requesting
political support in getting the past, and still present, Greek legislation in line with the
JAA standards.

3.4 Licensing

A new Licensing Director, Mr Fergus Woods, has taken up his position as of 1
December 2001. Certain problems related to the leave of the previous Director have
been brought to an end. However, the situation has up to now to some extent slowed
down the work within the Division and similarly delayd the introduction of the Licensing
Sectorial Team and the appointment of a Licensing Sectorial Team Coordinator.

Amendments 2 to JAR-FCL 1, 2, 3 and 4 are currently being developed for publishing in
early 2002. These amendments are the result of NPA-FCL 14.

In order to follow the proposed JAR-stabilisation in the licensing area, it is envisaged to
have a NPA on the particular JAR-FCL document only once a year. NPA-FCL 15, to
incorporate changes based on implementation experience, will go out at the first haif of
2002.

The Central Question Bank (CQB) has been managed through the years by the DGAC,
France. A request has been made by the DGAC to transfer the CQB to Central JAA.
Two additional positions (a CQB Co-ordinator and a Secretary) are necessary to
manage the CQB in Central JAA. This has been addressed and agreed by the JAAC.

Standardisation Teams have now completed visits to 13 JAA Member States, resulting
in recommendations for Mutual Recognition for Denmark, United Kingdom, Iceland,
France, Sweden, Switzerland, the Netherlands, Belgium, Spain and Finland. Second
visits have so far taken place to Denmark, United Kingdom and iceland with more
planned in 2002. We also expect new states to be visited in 2002.

The demand for JAR-FCL training courses remains steady. Almost every month a
training course has been provided in CJAA and in addition several training courses have
been provided in JAA Member States.
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3.5 Operations

Ongoing activities covering the field of rule making, (JAR OPS and JAR STD), Aircraft
operational evaluation (JOEB), standardisation processes continue at a fast pace.

 Agenda for change

The Operations Sectorial Team has been set up and is developing its rule of procedure,

in line with the Agenda of Change program, JAR 11, and the Central JAA Management
System.

The OST participation has been widened to ICAO and Eurocontrol.

Particular attention (reflected by specific processes) have been set up to cover:
- JAR OPS/STD stabilisation
- JAR OPS 1/ EU OPS1 convergence

- JAR OPS 1/Annex 6 convergence (JAR OPS 3 process is intended to start beginning
of 2002)

- JAR OPS 1/3 standardisation process

- JAR OPS 2 and 4 development (concept developed and discussed with EB in the first
place)

o OPS/FCL

A combined OPS/FCL workshop, which included operators, was held recently. It
highlighted the urgent need to progress towards a common air operator crew
training/checking concept, including the Type rating assessment. This issue needs to be
urgently processed between Operation and Licensing.

e Harmonisation with FAA

Performance and AWO discussions will be completed before end of the year.
Two new TOR'’s have been agreed: MMEL and Pilot Qualification Plan.

¢ JAR OPS 2/4 development

The Operations Division continues to support the development of JAR-OPS Parts 2 and
4 and requested through the OST that a concept paper be produced which assessed the
full implications of the project, including the NAA resources involved. The concept has
been presented to the EB and supported by the RST and IPAP.

o JSSI action plan

A flight data monitoring European conference, was organised by the Ops Division and
attended by 200 participants. The conference results will allow the OST to develop
effective rule making material, covering all ICAO amdt 26 segments of activities.

The JSSI action plan resulted in a very significant number of items, covering, at the first
stage, CFIT and ALAR.

In order to achieve effective implementation, Action prioritization and consistency with
the ICAO work plan are necessary .This task will be handled by the OPS DIV.
The work may start as soon as resources , mainly into the OPS Division, are available.

¢ Single-engine IFR Operations

The Ad Hoc Working Group finished its work and is finalizing the NPA.
8
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e Svynthetic training devices

JAR-STD 1H for helicopter flight simulators has been published and will be fully
implemented on 1 April 2002. Work on the development of JAR-STD 3H for helicopter
flight and navigation procedures trainers, and of JAR-STD 4A for aeroplane basic
instrument training devices has been completed.

An international review of ICAO document 9625 on the criteria for flight simulator
qualification was commenced under the joint chairmanship of the JAA and FAA. The
resulting modification proposals will have an impact on JAR-STD 1A.

An STD information system was introduced at CJAA. Authorities may and will use this
system to integrate information about their own flight simulators. Information retrieval
will be possible for authorities and interested parties.

e Aircraft Operational evaluation

The JAAC has agreed revised Joint Operational Evaluation Board (JOEB) Terms of
Reference, which introduce an enhanced cost-effective evaluation process. The
compliance findings, necessitated by JAR-OPS, JAR-MMEL and JAR-FCL, are
formalized into a unique Evaluation Report for the benefit of all JAA Authorities.

AVRO146, BAE 146 RJX, CRJ 900 .

Candidates : A 318, A 380, B777ER.

e Training

JAR-OPS Training Courses continue to attract very high demand with fully booked

classes, (between 25 and 28 attendees). To overcome the backlog, additional courses
are planned. .

o Operations communication management

The use of an electronic information system management tool has been successfully
introduced to meet adequate communication needs with OST and is being expanded to
all areas of Operations (STD/JOEB/OPST)

Development is on going to further enhance transparent information flow according to
the agenda for change, and transposition process into EASA.

Further planning comprises a timely NAA data base information system covering AOC
matters.

3.6 Resources & Development Division
High priority items dealt with within the division have been:

a) preparations for (agendas, documentation, etc.) and follow-up (notes and other
actions) to meetings of JAA management bodies (EB, JAAC, JAAB);

b) handling of international matters including applications for candidate membership
and full membership, technical support to Greece as well as technical co-operation
programmes (China, India, Central America, COSCAP SA),

c) recruitment of staff; handling staff and premises matters;
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. d) budget preparation and follow-up; financial matters;

e) advising on general and specific legal matters;

f) introduction of a Management Systems manual and quality control;
g) handling all IT matters,

h) Business Plan follow up;

i) introduction of an appraisal system for the Central JAA Staff;

i) preparations for subcontracting JAA training course programme.

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RAPPORT FINANCIER

| - LA SITUATION AU 31 DECEMBRE 2000

L'exercice 2000 s'est terminé sur un bénéfice d'exploitation de
965 226 FF et un résultat net positif de 907 821 FF pour un
chiffre d'affaires de pres de 12 millions de FF
(11 988 514 FF).

Survenant apres une année 1999 difficile dont le déficit avait
dépasseé 1 million de FF, ce résultat a pu étre obtenu grace

aux effets conjugués :

- d'une hausse de plus de 1 MF des produits, provenant
essentiellement d'une forte augmentation de I'activité

Consell,
- d'une diminution de prés de 1,1 MF des charges,

perceptible sur de nombreux postes de colts et tout

particulierement sur la masse salariale.

Institut du Transport Aérien
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L e résultat obtenu en 2000 permet a I'I'TA de réduire le
montant de son report a nouveau negatif qui s'établit a moins
de 1,5 M au 31 décembre 2000 (- 1 483 729 FF).

La persistance d'un report @ nouveau négatif nous impose
toutefois une extréme vigilance dans la gestion de notre
trésorerie. Ne disposant pas de fonds propres, I'l'TA ne peut

se permettre aucun dérapage.

Or, par nature, I'Association a une structure de trésorerie
complexe. Comme toute entreprise, elle doit faire face a des
sorties d'argent incompressibles et impossibles a différer

(salaires, charges sociales, loyer, impbdt,...).

Et pour satisfaire ses besoins financiers, I'Association ne
dispose que de rentrées difficiles a programmer dans le
temps. L'activité Conseil offre rarement une véritable lisibilité
au dela de 6 mois. De plus, une fois le contrat signé, le travail
effectué, et la facture émise, il faut parfois comptér avec des
délais de reglement extrémement longs, tout particulierement

avec les grandes administrations.

Quand au paiement des cotisations, il dépend uniquement de
la bonne volonté de nos adhéerents. Nous ne pouvons que
‘remercier les plus réactifs d'entre eux qui réglent leur

cotisation des les premiers mois de l'année et inciter les

Institut du Transport Aérien
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autres a accélérer autant qu'ils le peuvent le réeglement de

leur contribution.

Le maintien d'une contribution globale suffisante mais
également une régularité dans le recouvrement des
cotisations peuvent seuls permettre a I'Association de
poursuivre son développement et d'assurer a ses membres

un service de qualité.

Il - ANALYSE DES PRODUITS EN 2000

L'analyse des produits sur I'exercice 2000 appelle deux

observations :

- La premiére observation concerne l'activité Conseil qui, a
6,7 MF, enregistre une  augmentation particulierement
importante en 2000. Une montée en puissance dans la
réalisation du contrat d'assistance a la mise en place d'un
nouvel organisme chargé de I'Aviation Civile au Liban,
conjuguée a un maintien du volume d'activité habituel sur les
autres contrats, permet au Conseil de réaliser un bond en
avant de plus de 1,5 MF par rapport a I'année précédente.
C'est notamment cette hausse d'activité qui donne a I'lITA la
possibilité de deégager un bénéfice significatif sur l'exercice
2000.
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« La seconde observation qui mérite d'étre relevée porte sur le
niveau des cotisations versees par les membres de
I'Association. Les 3,1 MF de cotisations réellement
encaissées au titre de I'exercice 2000, sembient en effet
marquer une consolidation. Aprés huit années de baisse
quasi-interrompue, les recettes tirées des cotisations au titre
de I'exercice 2000 apparaissent stables voire méme en trés

légere progression par rapport a 1999.

Bien entendu, il serait extrémement imprudent de chercher a
transformer en tendance ce qui n'apparait aujourd'hui que
comme une simple observation sur deux années. Le niveau
des recettes tirées des cotisations de nos membres dépend
de paramétres qui ne sont, hélas, pas tous maitrisables. I
n'en demeure pas moins que la consolidation en 2000 du
niveau des cotisations constitue une bonne nouvelle dont on

aurait tort de ne pas se rejouir.

* Les autres postes de produits evoluent de maniére
relativement contrastée. Dépassant 600 000 FF, les recettes
tirees des banques de données progressent d'environ
170 000 FF en 2000 par rapport a 1999, justifiant a posteriori
les efforts engagés depuis plusieurs années par I'l'TA en
faveur de la constitution et de la commercialisation de ces

bases.
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Mais cette hausse des recettes tirées des bases de données
~est contrebalancée par une baisse de méme niveau des

recettes cumulées tirées de I'édition et des abonnements.

Quant a I'évolution des autres postes de recettes, elle

n'apparait pas réellement significative.

Il - ANALYSE DES CHARGES EN 2000

Les charges de I''TA ont pour leur part sensiblement diminué
en 2000 par rapport a 1999 (- 1,1 MF).

+ La baisse la plus significative concerne la masse salariale
qui enregistre un repli de 7,4% sur l'exercice 2000 passant
ainsi au dessous du seuil de 6 MF (5 796 273 F), malgré la
part de sous-traitance rémunérée sous forme de salaires et la
main-d'ceuvre saisonniere affectée notamment a la réalisation

des enquétes sur les aéroports en 2000.

Engagée des 1999, la réduction des effectifs de I'TA a donc
commenceé a produire ses premiers effets sur I'exercice 2000.
Il importe a cet égard de bien souligner que cette diminution
progressive de la masse salariale, qui s'est d'ailleurs
poursuivie et méme amplifiée sur I'exercice 2001, a pu étre

menée sans conséquence brutale sur le plan social.
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En dehors du licenciement en octobre 1999 du Directeur du
Développement, la diminution de la masse salariale a été
obtenue grace a une restructuration interne consécutive au
non remplacement des salariés partis a la retraite ou ayant
quitté volontairement I''TA. Le conflit du travail né du
licenciement du Directeur du Développement a par ailleurs
eté tranché en faveur de V'ITA par le Conseil des
Prud'hommes de Paris en février 2001. L'intéressé ayant
renoncé a faire appel, ce dossier apparait aujourd'hui
définitivement clos ce qui autorise I''TA a reprendre sur
I'exercice 2001 la provision pour risque de 200 000 FF qui

avait été portée sur les comptes de 1999.

* Le second poste de colt qui mérite une attention particuliére
est le poste "impbts et taxes". Méme si ce poste ne baisse
que d'un peu plus de 66 000 FF, il est important de souligner
que I'I'TA a apuré sur I'année 2000 les derniéres échéances
de remboursement négociées avec l'administration francgaise
des imp6ts a la suite du redressement fiscal de 1995. Justifie
| par l'importance croissante de nos activités commerciales, ce -
redressement n'en a pas moins constitué — au dela méme de
I'assujettissement annuel a l'impdt — une charge supplé-
mentaire de plus de 700 000 FF qui a lourdement pesé sur
nos comptes et notre trésorerie au cours des années

écoulées. Autre bonne nouvelle, la modification de I'assiette

ESTiTUT N
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de la taxe professionnelle décidée par le Ministere frangais
de I'Economie, des Finances et de l'Industrie devrait
egalement, pour l'ITA, aller dans le sens d'un allegement

fiscal modéré mais progressif au cours des prochaines

années.

« L'évolution d'autres dépenses effectuées par I''TA sur
I'exercice 2000 apparait plutét d'ordre conjoncturel. Ainsi les
études realisées dans ce cadre de ['activité Conseil se sont
traduites par un appel plus limité a la sous-traitance
expliquant ainsi une baisse de 192 000 FF du poste
"honoraires". Elles ont par contre nécessité davantage de
déplacements lointains ou de longue durée justifiant une
hausse de plus de 100 000 FF du poste "voyages et

déplacements" et de prés de 70 000 du poste "missions".

« Quand aux autres charges qui vont également — pour
beaucoup d'entre elles — dans le sens d'une diminution, elles

n'‘appellent pas de remarques particuliéres.

IV - LES PERSPECTIVES A VENIR

L'année en cours (2001) devrait se terminer sur un résultat
positif. L'excédant sera toutefois sensiblement inférieur a celui

enregistré sur I'année 2000 en raison essentiellement d'une
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pause dans la réalisation du contrat d'assistance a la mise en
place d'un nouvel organisme chargé de ['Aviation Civile au
Liban.

Pour des raisons propres a la partie libanaise (changement
des équipes ministérielles en place, réorientation des
demandes du client, retard pris par ile Parlement dans
I'adopti'on de la Loi portant restructuration de I'Aviation Civile
libanaise), I''TA a peu avancé au cours de I'exercice 2001 sur
ce contrat dont la mise en ceuvre devrait étre par contre
fortement relancée des le début de l'année 2002. Le chiffre
d'affaires de ['activité Conseil devrait donc sensiblement

baisser en 2001 par rapport a 2000.

On peut par contre espérer une relative stabilité du montant
global des cotisations sur I'année en cours. Au 1% novembre
2001, 2,7 MF de cotisations -étaient déja encaisses au titre de
I'année 2001, I'objectif étant si possible d'atteindre les 3,1 MF

réalisés sur I'année 2000.

Quant aux principaux postes de dépenses, on peut d'ores et
déja confirmer la poursuite d'une baisse trés significative de la

masse salariale sur 'exercice 2001.
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Le tableau suivant donne le résultat estimé au 1° novembre

de l'exercice en cours (2001) qui devrait se traduire par un

leger excedant du résultat d'exploitation.

L'analyse des comptes 2000 et du projet de budget pour 2001

illustre parfaitement la problématique de I'Association.

+ Selon les bonnes ou mauvaises années, l'activité Conseil
réalise entre 4,5 et 6,5 MF de chiffres d'affaire annuel. ||
apparait donc ainsi clairement que ce sont les plus ou moins
bonnes performances du Conseil qui permettent a
I'Association de dégager un bénéfice significatif susceptible
d'améliorer ou non son report a nouveau. Par ailleurs chacun
s'accorde a reconnaitre la pléce essentielle gu'occupe
I'activité Conseil dans la notoriété de I'Association tout
particulierement dans le domaine de l'analyse prospective,

des previsions de trafic (économétrie) et des sondages.

Mais chacun sait également que le Conseil est par nature une
activité cyclique qui offre fort peu de lisibilité & moyen terme.
Faire reposer le développement de I'TA uniquement sur ce
domaine d'activité reviendrait a accepter des amplitudes
extrémement importantes du résultat, améliorant ou
détériorant notre report a nouveau selon les bonnes ou

mauvaises années.
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Rapport du Directeur Général

« Il est donc indispensable d'intervenir sur les autres postes
~de colts et de recettes et de se fixer comme objectif un
équilibre des comptes dans I'hypothése d'un cycle bas de
I'activité Conseil. Nous espérons pouvoir réaliser cet objectif
sur I'exercice 2001, grace a la poursuite de la réduction de la
masse salariale et a la consolidation des recettes tirées des

cotisations.

La réduction de la masse salariaie qui constitue le principal
poste de colt dans une entreprise de service comme la nbtre,
a été extrémement significative sur ces deux derniéres
années (diminution d'environ 1 MF entre 1999 et 2001

obtenue — a une exception prés — sans licenciement).

- Reste bien entendu I'objectif de consolidation des
cotisations qui a été atteint en 2000-et que nous espérons
confirmer en 2001. La réalisation de cet objectif dépend du
soutien et de la fidélité de nos adhérents qui sont eux-mémes
confrontés aux aléas de‘ la conjoncture économique et de la
situation internationale et a cet egard nous ne pouvons
naturellement qu'étre trés preoccupés par la grave crise que
traverse actuellement le transport aérien a la suite des

attentats du 11 septembre dernier.

Mais, pour atteindre cet objectif de consolidation des

cotisations, I'Association doit également proposer des
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services plus personnalisés et peut-étre davantage adaptés
aux besoins de ses adhérents. C'est dans cette perspective
que nous avons engage depuis un an des démarches
individuelles aupres de certains d'entre eux pour leur
proposer des services supplémentaires, notamment dans le
domaine des bases de données, en contrepartie d'une

augmentation de leur cotisation.

A titre d'illustration, les informations gue nous avons
rassemblées dans nos trois bases de données (compagnies,
courants de trafic et aéroports) sont extrémement riches et

portent sur des séries de 20 ou 30 années.

Selon leurs besoins et sur leur demande, nous proposons a
nos adherents des informations transmises au cas par cas sur
support informatique, voire méme s'ils le souhaitent
l'installation sur un ou plusieurs sites de leur choix de
'ensemble de I'historique de nos trois bases de données,
cette installation étant naturellement prolongée par I'envoi

chagque mois d'un CD-ROM de mise a jour.

Ces démarches ont été généralement bien accueillies, et
nous ne pouvons que suggérer a ceux de nos adhérents qui
seraient intéressés par ce service et qui n'ont pas encore été

rencontrés de prendre rapidement contact avec I'TA.
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Mais au dela du cas des bases de données d'autres besoins

peuvent peut-étre se manifester.

A la disposition et a I'écoute de ses adhérents, I'Association
est préte a répondre aux besoins exprimés par chacun d'entre
eux, dans la limite naturellement de ses possibilités et dans le

cadre d'un niveau de cotisation adapté au service demandé.

Il - LES PUBLICATIONS

Plusieurs études ont été publiées dans la collection ITA-
Etudes et Documents en 2000, au nombre desquelles on peut

citer :
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- le tableau de bord du transport aérien dans le monde

- les modes de gestions aéroportuaires.

Le tableau de bord du transport aérien permet de suivre
I'évolution du transport aérien et de son environnement
aéronautique dans le monde. Dans sa réalisation, il bénéficie
du réseau privilégié d’information tissé par I'I'TA auprés de

ses adhérents.

Quant a 'étude sur les modes de gestion aéroportuaires, elle
a été réalisée a partir des travaux d’'un séminaire organisé en
novembre 1998 par I'Institut du Transport Aérien pour le
compte de la Commission Africaine de I'Aviation Civile avec
laide du département de la coopération du Ministére frangais
des Affaires Etrangéres. Cette étude répond notamment aux
questions du recours au capital privé et de la péréquation
entre aéroports rentables et non rentables. La reflexion est
abordée en terme de logique économique, mais également
sous l'angle des réalités trés concrétes auxquelies sont

confrontées des acteurs du systéeme aéroportuaire.

Par ailleurs, 20 numéros de la lettre bimensuelle d'information
ITA-Press, ainsi que 4 numéros du barometre du transport
aérien dans le monde ont été réguliérement adressés en
2000 a nos adhérents selon leur souhait en francais ou en

anglais.

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lIl - LE CENTRE DE DOCUMENTATION

Le Centre de Documentation a traité, en 2000, environ autant
de demandes de recherches et de consultation gque les
années précédentes. Pour traiter ces demandes, le CEDOC a
fait appel - au-dela des moyens traditionnels de recherche
documentaire - a l'utilisation des services d'information en

lignes.

IV - LES BASES DE DONNEES

La commercialisation des bases de données que I'I'TA a
constitué depuis plusieurs années sur les compagnies
aériennes, les courants de trafic et les aéroports a fortement

progressé en 2000 par rapport a 1999. -

L'accés a ces bases est actuellement proposé a nos
adhérents soit dans le cadre d’'un contrat négocié au cas par
cas avec eux, soit dans le cadre d’'un relevement de leur

-cotisation.

Selon le niveau de leur contribution, les services que nous
proposons a nos adhérents vont de la simple transmission
d'informations statistiques sur support informatique en

réponse a une demande précise, jusqu’a l'installation sur un
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ou plusieurs sites de la totalité de l'historique de ces trois
‘bases, installation prolongée par un service de mise a jour

effectué chaque mois auprés des détenteurs de ces bases.

Comme indiqué precédemment, les adhérents intéressés par
ce service sont invités a se mettre dés que possible en

rapport avec les services compétents de I'lTA.

V - L’EDITION

Aprés moins de deux années de commercialisation, 'ouvrage
de Camille ALLAZ intitulé “la grande aventure de la poste et
du fret aérien” a été épuisé au cours de I'été 2000. Afin d'étre
en mesure de répondre a l'intérét particulier manifesté par
nos lecteurs a cet ouvrage nous avons pris la décision de la
réediter. Depuis septembre 2000, cet ouvrage est a nouveau

disponible a I'I'TA et en librairies.

IV -L'ITA SUR INTERNET

En créant en 1998 un site Internet ou I'ensembie de ses
activités sont detaillées en francais comme en anglais,
I'’Association visait a se faire connaitre d’'un large public, en

France et a I'étranger. En terme d’acces au site la montée en
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puissance qui avait été observée en 1998 s’est confirmée au

cours des années suivantes.

Le nombre moyen d’'accés par jour au site de I''TA était de
200 en 1999 et de 300 en 2000. Il dépasse aujourd’hui une
moyenne de 500 consultations journaliéres. Quant a la
répartition géographique de ces demandes, elles demeurent
toujours a peu prés la méme (un tiers pour la France, deux

tiers pour I'étranger).

VIl - ACTIVITE CONSEIL

L'ITA a entrepris un audit des matériels et ressources
humaines de I'actuelle Direction Générale de I'Aviation Civile
Libanaise. Comme indiqué, dans le rapport financier c’est une
montée en puissance dans fa réalisation de ce contrat qui a
contribué a assurer une hausse importante du chiffre d’affaire
de l'activité Conseil sur I'exercice 2000. Mais au-dela de la
réalisation de ce contrat, I'expertise de I'I'TA a été également

sollicitée au cours de 'année 2000 :

- sur le continent africain, I'association a réalisé - a la
demande de la Banque Mondiale - 'audit d’Air Mauritanie et

d'Air Burkina et une étude sur la privatisation d'Air Guinée,
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- dans la zone Pacifique Sud, I'I'TA - a la demande des
autorités du Territoire - a engagé une étude sur la desserte

aérienne intérieure de la Nouvelle Calédonie,

- au niveau de I'Union Européenne, I'Institut a procédé, pour
le compte d’Eurocontrol, a la mise a jour des travaux
réalisées en 1999 sur les accidents d’avions et a entrepris
une nouvelle étude sur le colt des retards dans le transport

aérien,

- en France, I''TA a également réalisé de nombreux travaux,
tout a la fois :
. dans le domaine des aéroports (prévisions de trafic et
plan de développement stratégiqu-es, enquétes origines
destinations aupres des passagers),
. dans le domaine de la construction aéronautique (Etude
de marché commandée par E.A.D.S. pour le lancement de
I’A3XX),
. dans le domaine du tourisme (Etudes sur l'avenir du

marché des “vols secs” a la demande de Go Voyages).

Enfin, pour le compte de l'aviation civile francaise, I'ITA a
continué a gérer, en 2000, la base de données des

mouvements aériens controlés par la DGAC.

| - LES PUBLICATIONS

Au-dela de la diffusion réguliere de la lettre bimensuelle
d'information ITA-Press et du barometre du transport aérien,
I'I'TA a jusqu’a présent publié au titre de 'année 2001 dans la
collection ITA-Etudes et Documents une nouvelle édition du
tableau de bord du transport aérien-dans le monde, ainsi
qu'une étude sur les derniers développements des alliances

aériennes.

En octobre 1999, I'ITA avait déja publié une premiére étude
sur les alliances entre compagnies aériennes (volume 49).
L'analyse des alliances, phénomene qui surgissait alors dans
un certain vide juridique, portait surtout sur leurs aspects
juridiques novateurs, l'imbroglio réglementaire et les
conséquences alors prévisibles sur I’organisétion du secteur

du transport aérien international.
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Depuis lors, le phénoméne a pris de I'extension, les alliances
globales couvrent plus de 60% du trafic mondial, s’étendent
sur quatre continents, ont acquis des spécificités communes.
La nouvelle étude actualise la précédente a un moment ou la
géographie générale des alliances globales (sinon leur
composition, toujours relativement volatile) se stabilise et leur
nombre tend d’ailleurs a se réduire. L'étude analyse le
contexte économique et réglementaire qui donne naissance
aux alliances globales, leur objet et leur consistance, leur
histoire, les bénéfices qu’elles apportent aux parties
concernées, les inconvénients qu’elles présentent, les
problemes qu’elles soulévent et tente de dégager leurs

perspectives d’avenir.

Il - EDITION

Au cours du premier trimestre 2001, I'l'TA a réédité I'ouvrage
d’André-Daniel CARRE intitulé “Aéroports et stratégie
d’entreprise”, ouvrage épuisé depuis quelque temps. La
nouvelle édition revue et augmentée (plus de 1000 pages)

comprend 2 volumes :

- Le premier volume est avant tout descriptif. L'auteur
démontre comment les aéroports constituent des entreprises

a part entiére, quel est leur métier, leur marché, leurs
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ressources, les multiples problémes qui se posent a eux, en
matiere d’environnement, de communication, de marketing,
d’équilibre financier... Elément d’un systéme de transport, la

fonction aéroportuaire est multiple et multiforme.

- Le second volume, dont le sous-titre est “la libéralisation de
la gestion des aéroports” pose, dans tous ses aspects, la
question de I'évolution de la gestion des aéroports en France.
Apres avoir fait le bilan du systeme actuel des concessions
francaises et décrit le nouveau contexte du transport aérien
dans son ensemble, I'auteur donne des exemples d’évolution
de gestion aéroportuaire dans le monde, et propose une
nouvelle étape pour les aéroports francais, étape qui s'inscrit

dans le grand mouvement du marché unique européen.

Nous avons par ailleurs eu le plaisir d'apprendre que
I'’Académie de I'Air et ‘de I'Espace avait décidé de
recompenser par une médaille d’argent I'ouvrage de Camille
ALLAZ réedité en 2000 et intitulé “La grande aventure de la
poste et du fret aérien”. Nous nous en réjouissons et
adressons nos plus sincéres félicitations a I'auteur qui doit
recevoir officiellement cette distinction a Toulouse a la fin du

mois de novembre 2001.
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ill - LA FORMATION

L'ITA a organisé a Paris en septembre 2001 des journées de
formation consacrées au Yield & Revenue Management
adapté aux industries du transport aérien, de I'hétellerie et du
tourisme. L'objet de ce séminaire était de faire le point sur
I'évolution des méthodes et techniques de maximisation de la
recette concernant tout particulierement trois domaines
fondamentaux :

- le surbooking (accroissement du taux de remplissage)

- le pricing (segmentation des différentes clienteles)

- le Yield (augmentation de la recette du passager-kilometre

sur un vol donné).

Plus généralement trois types de formation peuvént étre

proposes a nos adhérents : -

- Les séminaires ouverts a l'ensemble des acteurs du
transport aérien. C'est a cette catégorie qu'appartient le
seminaire sur le Yield & Revenue Management organisé
en septembre 2001.

- Les séminaires adaptés aux besoins d'un acteur déterminé
du transport aérien. Ces séminaires répondent aux
souhaits exprimés par une entreprise. lls peuvent porter

sur n'importe quel sujet dés lors qu'il releve du domaine du
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transport aerien et que I''TA est en mesure de trouver les
intervenants pour I'animer.

- Les stages de transfert de savoir faire, tels que les stages
de formation aux techniques de prévisions de trafic
organisés a plusieurs reprises par I'l'TA au cours des
annees passées. Ce type de stage a une durée moyenne
de deux ou trois semaines. Il est réalisé a I'Institut du
Transport Aérien ou un tout petit groupe de cadres
(généralement 2 ou 3) est pris en charge par des
spécialis'tes des prévisions de trafic a I'i'TA qui aident un
stagiaire a réaliser un projet préalablement établi avec le

client et sur la base des données fournies par celui-ci.

IV - LE CONSEIL

En phase de renégociation, le contrat sur la restructuration de
I'Aviation Civile au Liban a ‘naturellement peu avancé sur
I'exercice 2001. Mais en contrepartie l'activité a été
